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“For Love of Monty”

Bruce Eglinton Montgomery, frequently referred to as “Philadelphia’s
Renaissance Man” and called “a whirlwind of musical and artistic
involvements” by the Associated Press was — quite literally — larger than
life. As a composer, his works ranged from premieres with the Philadelphia
Orchestra and the Philadelphia Concerto Soloists to a hit Off-Broadway
show; from countless choral works and arrangements to organ processionals,
light operas and musical comedies. His love of every type of music showed
clearly in his compositions, where he was as at home writing a tap dance
or a rag as composing a motet or a missa brevis. As a performer Monty (as
he was affectionately referred to by many) played roles from Tennessee
Williams and Moli¢re to the entire repertoire of Gilbert and Sullivan, a
genre in which he became an internationally recognized authority. As an
accomplished artist, his paintings and sculptures adorn private collections
and gallery walls. They are also replicated in note cards produced by
Monty Inc., his own web-based company.

He founded and directed The Penn Singers (the University of
Pennsylvania’s acclaimed light opera company) until his death, and
directed Mask & Wig, The Penn Players, The Penn Band, and many other
student groups at the university. But it was as Director of The Penn Glee
Club that he found his greatest pleasure and made his strongest impact.
He served as musical ambassador through thirty countries on five
continents, over the course of forty-four years, until his retirement in 2000
after fifty years at Penn.

Soon after graduating from Bethany College, Monty followed in his
father’s footsteps and joined the Orpheus Club of Philadelphia. The
Orpheus Club had been a part of Monty’s life since childhood. His father
James Montgomery had started his music career at the Princeton Triangle
Club. As a professional tenor, he traveled with Victor Herbert, Sigmund
Romberg, and Kitty Carlyle. In 1927, the elder Montgomery joined the
Orpheus Club, whose concerts at the Academy of Music became a fixture
of family life. “Our whole family went to the concerts, even when I was
teething,” remembered Monty’s younger sister Elizabeth Thomas. “I don’t
ever remember not going to Orpheus concerts.”

After joining in 1951, Monty formed close friendships with many
Orpheus singing members. One of the closest was John A. Philbrick III,
who sat next to Monty at every annual dinner for decades. “When I was
Revels chairman,” Philbrick said recently, “Bruce played a big part in the
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production. He sang some wonderful songs in the Revels and was always
a huge hit. He had a good voice and very good dancing ability, and was a
great overall showman.”

When asked where Monty’s talent came from, Philbrick responded:
“Both his mother and father were very talented people. Showbiz was a part
of his life from the get-go. He would put on shows at home, in his parents’
cellar. T have never known anyone with such broad and deep artistic
talents.”

E Hastings Griffin Jr., who also joined the Club around the same time,
added that, “Monty was a very accomplished musician, and was a great
director of Gilbert and Sullivan. Music was his life.”

Monty sang actively with the Orpheus Club for a number of years. But
because of his increasingly hectic schedule at Penn, he decided to go Old
Guard. Yet he continued to appear as a guest conductor, most notably in
March 2000, when the Penn Glee Club and the Orpheus Club threw a
joint gala concert at the Academy of Music in honor of his retirement from
the University of Pennsylvania. He also composed and arranged a number
of pieces specifically for the Club, including the “Orpheus Triptych” for
the 100th anniversary in 1972. Eventually, he received the Club’s highest
level of recognition: honorary membership. This distinction has been
bestowed on only two other members: Sydney T. Fisher and Clyde R.
Dengler Jr.

Tonight, the Orpheus Club honors the memory of the remarkable
Bruce Montgomery, whose warmth, artistry, and friendship touched
countless lives during his half-century career. As Orpheus President
Samuel W.M. Griffin stated last fall at his memorial service, the people he
has left behind “are all Monty’s children.”

Brigadoon Medley

Based on the works of James M. Barrie and Frederich Gerstacker’s
Germelshausen, with words by Alan Jay Lerner (1918-1986) and music by
Frederick Loewe (1904-1988), Brigadoon tells the story of a mist-clouded
Scottish town that reawakens for only one day each century. Since we lack
Agnes de Mille’s choreography, perhaps you'll want to close your eyes and
imagine Tommy returning to his lass in the highlands. In the end, Brigadoon,
complete with kirk, clans, and Scottish independence, vanishes into the
Highland mist.

Brigadoon was another Monty favorite, and he remained a lifelong admirer
of Lerner and Loewe. Proud of his Scottish ancestry, Monty also felt that
Brigadoon’s songs easily lent themselves to choral arrangement. The original
story featured a town in Germany, but since the musical was staged immediately
after World War II, the producers decided to relocate the show to Scotland for
greater box office appeal.

Learning Love from The Amorous Flea

The Amorous Flea premiered off-Broadway at the East 78th Sereet Playhouse
on February 17, 1964, with music and lyrics by Bruce Montgomery. Jerry
Devine’s book is based on Moliere’s play The School for Wives (Lécole des
Femmes), in which a dirty old man named Arnolphe locks Agnes in a convent
until she’s 17. He then brings her to live in his Paris mansion. Arnolphe’s goal
is to create a wife so innocent that she would never cheat on him. The girl
lives in complete seclusion, learning only to “tat and sew.” Along comes a
young man named Horace, who falls madly in love with Agnes from afar.
Eventually, he climbs up a ladder into her room and destroys all of Arnolphe’s
scheming. “Learning Love” is sung by a giddy Horace as he roams the streets
of Paris following his first night with Agnés.

Following the debut of The Amorous Flea, George Oppenheimer of The
New York Herald Tribune declared Montgomery was “the greatest lyricist since
Larry Hart, and the greatest melodist since Jerome Kern.” The show continues
to be produced in Repertory Theater up to the present day. Monty arranged
this cabaret version for solo and chorus for the dedication of the Bruce
Montgomery Theatre at Penn’s Annenberg Center last May, just one month
before his untimely death.



The Wind is a Woman from Spindrift

This song is sung by Patch, the leading character in Monty’s Irish folk opera
Spindrift, which he wrote for the Penn Players. It debuted at Penn’s Irvine
Auditorium in the spring of 1963. Spindrift is set in a lonely fishing village
perched on the rocky Irish coast. The story was adapted from John Millington
Synge’s play Riders to the Sea. Monty’s score, described rapturously by The
Philadelphia Inquirer as a “merry Gaelic romp,” is peppered with reels, jigs, and
folk melodies. In “The Wind is a Woman,” Patch sings with his fellow
fisherman about the perilous nature of their lives, comparing the dangers of
wind and wave to the fickleness of the fair sex. Patch one day aims to leave
the village and travel to Connemara, where he hopes to seek his fortune. He
never makes it. When asked why there was no villain in the story, Monty
responded that indeed there was: “it’s the sea, and the very force of the sea
opposing the wills of the characters is a metaphorical spindrift battling the
currents and tides.”

After visiting the real Connemara during his travels, Monty became so
enamored of the village — which in Spindrift he translated into “an ideal, a
dream destination, a spirit that all Irish people of sensitivity recognize and
aspire to” —he named his summer home on the rocky coast of Maine after this
magical place.

Closeness Begets Closeness from The Amorous Flea

This is another song from Monty’s hit off-Broadway musical, 7he Amorous
Flea, based on Moliere’s 17th century play The School for Wives. During this
song, Horace climbs a ladder up to the sequestered Agness bedroom in
Arnolphe’s Paris mansion for their first tryst.

In his 2005 autobiography, Brothers Sing On! My Half-Century Around the
World with the Penn Glee Club, Monty wrote that his younger sister Elizabeth
was “a ham from the start and would become a marvelous soprano, lively
companion, and treasured co-star for me, sharing my musical and theatrical
passions to the point of our performing in parallel for life.”

Monty frequently performed “Closeness Begets Closeness” with Liz.
Tonight, we are thrilled to have her sing this marvelous duet once again, this

time with John Chesney of the Orpheus Club.



Blue Skies

The Jazz Singer (1927), based on Samson Raphaelson’s Broadway play and
Alfred Cohn’s story “The Day of Atonement,” tells the story of Jakie Rabinowitz’s
search to honor his forebears’ five generations as the synagogue’s Cantor while
attempting a new “cantorship” in jazz music. While the story is about conflict
between the Old World and the New, Jack Robin sings “Blue Skies” in a happier
moment when his mother accepts his new life. While Papa does not yet see his
son’s faith, Jack fights back: “You taught me that music is the voice of God! It is
honorable to sing in the theatre as in the synagogue! My songs mean as much to
my audience as yours to your congregation!”

“Blue Skies” was one of Bruce’s personal favorites among his choral
arrangements; consequently he performed it frequently with the Penn Glee Club.
It is also one of his very few exercises in close-harmony arranging. We are certain
that The Interchangeables will do this challenging arrangement full justice!

The opening title card to the film The Jazz Singer stated: “In every living
soul, a spirit cries out for expression—perhaps this plaintive wailing song of Jazz
is, after all, the misunderstood utterance of prayer.”

Bruce Montgomery gave similar advice to generations of Penn students:
“Don’t be afraid to be magnificent!”

Brillo Commercial, adapted from Tit-Willow

Under his parents’ tutelage Monty was steeped in Gilbert and Sullivan from
the cradle. It is said that he was born “with a silver pitch pipe in his mouth.”
After directing and singing leading tenor roles with The Savoy Company for
many years, his father, James Montgomery, founded the Gilbert and Sullivan
Players in 1950. Monty starred in every production, except during combat duty
in Korea. After Jim’s death in 1955, Monty took over direction of that group.
His sister, Elizabeth Thomas, joined the company in 1960 as soon as she finished
college, singing leading soprano roles with him for many years and later serving
as his Assistant Director. Monty went on to direct G & S for the Penn Singers,
the light opera group he founded on the Penn Campus, and for the Gilbert and
Sullivan Society of Chester County. A consummate showman, Monty took
lyricist William S. Gilbert’s advice to heart: “You must stir it and stump it and
blow your own trumpet or, trust me, you haven’t a chance!”

Barry Knerr remembers that when Monty was called upon to sing, he would
“sit at the piano and observe that when Gilbert & Sullivan’s copyrights ran out
their works could be used freely by others. He surmised that the following parody
of ‘Tit-willow’ (from The Mikado) could serve as a jingle for a television
commercial.”

Based on their memories, Barry Knerr and Mike Thompson have carefully
reconstructed the lyrics to Monty’s delightful “Tit-Willow” parody.
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The Pasture from Frostiana

On May 2, 1964, Randall Thompson became the first recipient of the
University of Pennsylvania Glee Clubs Award of Merit, an annual honor
started by Bruce Montgomery and bestowed on an artist who has “made a
significant contribution to the world of music and helped to create a climate
in which our talents may find valid expression.” Later recipients included
Marian Anderson, Robert Shaw, William Dawson, and Marshall Bartholomew,
among many other musical luminaries.

Randall Thompson’s music career had gotten off to a bumpy start. When
he entered Harvard in 1916, he auditioned for the Harvard Glee Club and was
rejected by conductor Archibald T. Davison. Thompson was wounded by this
setback, but successfully re-auditioned and became one of Davison’s best
students. “My life has been an attempt to strike back!” Thompson later
declared.

Thompson’s subsequent career was a nearly-unbroken chain of successes.
His final post was as professor of music at his alma mater. Monty and
Thompson became fast friends, frequently exchanging music and correspondence
until the latter’s death in 1984. Frostiana, a musical setting of seven poems by
Robert Frost, was premiered in Amherst, Massachusetts in the autumn of 1959.
After hearing Thompson’s sublime setting of “Choose Something Like a Star,”
Frost jumped out of his chair and shouted, “Sing that again!” Like “Stopping
by the Woods on a Snowy Evening” (performed at our Christmas concert),
“The Pasture” is breathtakingly simple yet requires great delicacy and precision
of phrasing. According to former Penn Glee Club student conductor Mike
Thompson (no relation to the composer), “in my very first rehearsal with the
Penn Glee Club my freshman year we spent the entire hour correctly
enunciating vowels and consonants in the opening line Tm going out to clean
the pasture stream.”



Onward, Ye Peoples!

While Jean Sibelius (1865-1957), “the 20th century Beethoven,” is
remembered as the composer of seven magnificent symphonies and several exotic
tone poems, he also composed about one hundred songs, mostly to Swedish texts.
Marshall Kernochan’s adaptation appears to be of a text selected from Dikiter
(1882-1891), a series of poems that Viktor Rydberg (1828-1895) wrote late in
life. Born in the provincial city of Jonkoping, Sweden, Rydberg came of age
during an age of Utopian liberalism. This sentiment is reflected in his lyrics.

Fans of the male choral tradition may be pleased to find this song included
among many “Sangerna for Manskér” (Songs for Male Chorus) recorded by the
Helsinki University Chorus. Apparently, the oldest Finnish-language chorus is
much like the Orpheus Club. Since 1883, each music season begins and ends
with a football (soccer) match, tenors vs. basses. Orpheus used to have an annual
“tenors vs. basses” cricket match, but times have changed so we switched to
softball. It’s a much shorter game — scores go well into the double digits — and
leaves more time for the cocktail hour.

Let the River Run

This anthem, from Carly Simon’s Oscar, Grammy, and Golden Globe-
winning score for Working Girl (1988), defines the movie’s theme of youthful
exuberance. Unlike William Blake’s angry and indignant poem “Jerusalem,”
set to the crusading music of Sir Hubert Parry, Simon’s song speaks of a new
age in a New Jerusalem, where “silver cities rise” and “we, both great and small,
stand on a star.”

Boatman Dance

During the 1830s and ‘40s, the Ohio River was a major artery of American
commerce. It also separated “free” Ohio from “slave” Kentucky. Alexis de
Tocqueville could not help notice the contrast. “On the right bank of the Ohio,”
the visiting French aristocrat wrote in Democracy in America, “everything is
activity, industry, labor is honored; there are no slaves. Pass to the left bank and
the scene changes so suddenly that you think yourself on the other side of the
world; the enterprising spirit is gone.”

Yet what impressed songwriter Daniel Decatur Emmett about the Ohio River
were the boatmen that rowed people and cargo from one bank to the other. As
a group, they were bawdy, brawny, hard-drinking womanizers, and proud of it.
Emmett, who also whipped up a minstrel tune called “Dixie,” wrote “Boatman
Dance” to capture the boatman’s now-vanished way of life. Both Aaron Copland
and Monty have made choral arrangements of this famous American folk song.
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The Wind Blow Over My Shoulder

One of Monty’s closest professional friendships was with Marshall
Bartholomew, his counterpart at Yale and fellow member of the Orpheus Club.
Both men had great admiration for each other’s work. One day, Monty asked
Bartholomew (known as “Barty”) about his arrangement of the spiritual “The
Wind Blow Over My Shoulder.” Barty explained that during his early years as
conductor of the Yale Glee Club, he roamed African-American churches in the
South searching for spirituals to arrange. During one prayer meeting in a rustic
church, he heard a moving spiritual that he simply had to record and arrange.
It was sung so quietly that it was almost inaudible. Floating above the
congregation was a quiet, plaintive, inspired voice. It was very moving!

In 1967 Monty asked his student conductor, Radclyffe “Mike” Thompson
to sing the first tenor solo for that season. The song and solo was also recorded
that year as part of a collection of mostly Penn songs called “Afterglow.” Two
decades later Monty and Mike reconnected as board members of the Presser
Foundation. It was then that Monty confided that he had retired the song
after that season since any other soloist would not have sung it as exquisitely,
in his opinion.

Tonight, Mike reprises the solo he sang over forty years ago in honor of his
mentor and friend.

Ain’t-cha Never Heard Of? from Basses Loaded!

This gem, written by Montgomery in a ragtime idiom and preserved from
his 1990 Penn Glee Club show Basses Loaded!, features the names of Hall of
Fame baseball players. According to his sister Elizabeth Thomas, Basses Loaded!
was Monty’s favorite Penn Glee Club musical. The show was written to
showcase the talents of a student named Jeff Coon, who played the starring
role of Joe Yoder, pitcher for the Juniata Junction Jets. After graduating from
Penn, Coon would follow the stage siren’s call and become a professional actor.
This Barrymore Award winner has received countless rave reviews, most
recently for portraying John Wilkes Booth in Stephen Sondheim’s Assassins at
the Arden Theater Company, and currently as Stanley Kowalski in the Walnut
Street Theater production of Tennessee Williams’ A Streetcar Named Desire.

“Ain’t-cha Never Heard Of2” is performed tonight by The Rat Pack, whose
members have spent weeks listening to this song on their iPods to get the lyrics
down perfectly!
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“Sanctus” from the “Missa Luba” Congo Folk Mass

Inspired by the music he heard working as a priest in the Belgian Congo,
Father Guido Haazen composed a full setting of the Latin Mass based on
traditional Congolese melodies. He premiered it in 1958 with “Troubadours,”
a 45 voice group drawn from the students and faculty of his school in Kamina.
Missa Luba became an instant sensation. The “Sanctus,” based on a Kiluba
farewell song, has been popular with the Penn Glee Club and college groups
around the world.

Pullin’ Out, from Jesse

Monty had a longtime fascination with the life of Jesse James, and started
working on the musical Jesse starting in the late 1960s. After visiting the
outlaw’s homestead and delving deeply into historical records, Monty decided
to write a show that was both entertaining and historically accurate. Despite
a hope-inspiring relationship with famed Broadway producer Harold Prince,
who had great respect for the composer’s work, Monty’s show never reached
the Broadway stage. Monty found it increasingly difficult to take long absences
from his work at Penn to pursue a Broadway career, but he did place a few
songs from Jesse in the Penn Glee Club repertoire, including the song “Eagle
High.” One of the group’s former presidents, Eli Landau, admired the music
so much that he vowed that if he were ever in a position to do so, he would
produce the show on Broadway. At Monty’s retirement dinner in 2000, Eli
announced that he had remembered the promise he made to Monty so many
years before: he was now in a position to mount Jesse on Broadway. Over the
next several years, Monty finished the libretto and wrote nineteen more songs
for the show, and a demo tape was produced. Unfortunately, he passed away
before his dream became a reality. We believe this performance of “Pullin’ Out”
reveals why Eli wanted to keep his promise.
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Les Misérables Medley

This pop opera gives new dramatic life to Victor Hugo’s (1802-1885) vast
novel about suffering during the June Rebellion of June 6, 1832. A group of
radical students are disappointed about the failure of the French Revolution of
1789 to rid their country of the monarchy. They then stage an unsuccessful
uprising against the government of King Louis-Philippe of the newly-installed
Orléans family. The Royal Shakespeare Company story takes the hero Jean
Valjean from 1815 (after spending 19 years on a chain gang for stealing a loaf
of bread) to the tumultuous, riotous events of 1832. Louis-Philippe’s army
brutally crushes the students, but the “bourgeois king’s” luck runs out sixteen
years later. Louis-Philippe was forced to abdicate during the Revolution of
1848. Louis-Napoleon Bonaparte, Napoleon’s nephew, took the helm of the
French government as president, and within a few years crowned himself
Emperor Napoleon III. It was not until 1870, when Bismarck captured the
hapless Napoleon IIT at the Battle of Sedan, that the rule of emperors and kings
was forever abolished from “the meadows of France.”

After Monty heard the show for the first time, he felt it was one of the most
exciting things he had seen on stage. He also felt it was supremely suited to
adaptation for male chorus, and many Penn Glee Club members begged for
the chance to perform songs from “Les Miz” in concert. The result was this
grand, sweeping medley we sing for you tonight.
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He Is the Man Who Owns Broadway

On May 10, 2008, Monty was narrator, in “Alistair Cooke style,” for the
dedication of the Bruce Montgomery Theater at the University of Pennsylvania’s
Annenberg Center for the Performing Arts. The 120-seat theater was packed
with family, friends, and protégés. After an illustrious fifty-year career, his
name is now permanently placed at the heart of the great university he loved.
This event was his final public appearance. It meant the world to him.

On June 4, 2008, he dropped by the Orpheus Club’s Annual Outing at the
Philadelphia Cricket Club, where he sang a solo and directed the group during
dinner. As Monty got ready to leave, I thanked him for telling me about the
Orpheus Club two years before, and let him know what a special experience it
was. I then asked if he would like to meet for lunch sometime in the next few
weeks.

He said that he would be leaving for Maine shortly and would be there all
summer. How about sometime in the autumn?

Monty then departed for his beloved “Connemara.”

This George M. Cohan classic was one of Monty’s favorites at Orpheus

Tonight, Monty rejoins us for one last roundtable, this time at the Kimmel
Center.
